| have a message for this young man and all otkcscare to listen. That feeling of discomfort yoave af-
ter listening to a sermon is called a consciencealfar call is supposed to make you feel bad. $uipposed
to make you feel guilty. The goal of many a googrsm is to get you to confess your sins—not cogdlein
your selfishness. The primary objective of the €huand the Christian faith is your confession, yair self-
actualization.

So here’s my advice:

If you want the chaplain to tell you you're a viotrather than tell you that you need virtue, thesymot be
the university you're looking for. If you want t@mplain about a sermon that makes you feel lessltwing

We believe the content of ydoaracter is more important than the color of yduim.swWe
don’t believe that you have been victimized evangetyou feel guilty and we don’t issue “trigger wengs”
before altar calls.
